The first hassle is visas. Nowadays, Eznian visas are needed by almost all nationalities. The normal visas last for just 90days, but
a renewal is possible. It warrants to leave yourself plenty of time when applying. Or | suggest. From experience, two months, that
should do it. The latest confirmed price is_30 pounds, but it should be noted and a lot of our old time travelers tell us that the price

remember that some Eznion consulates in neighboring country require you to provide a letter from your own embassy, just to
confirm your nationality. You can find a list of major embassies throughout the world in the student handbook on page 13. Oh, and
one more thing, check whether you need a multiple entry visa if you are leaving and re-entering Eznia on you r tour.

Now, some miscellaneous general advice, firstly, if you are rich enough to bring in over one thousand US dollars in cash or
travelers’ check to Eznoia, You need to fill the currency form. Don’t forget this. You could get into trouble if you do.

You must declare all of your items, such as video cameras, on a tourist written export form, which you can arrange to carry in
advance.

Regarding the health regulations, although Eznia is becoming a healthier country with very passing year, it is still distrust in the
part of neighboring countries, and therefore it is worthwhile carrying a health certificate. The one you need is BM276.

Now, all of you here are students. And more plenty of concessions, maybe for young people traveling in Eznia,. The Eznian
Transport Authority, for example, issues a special youth fare card which you can get in a railway station. Just show your
international student card. Information about getting this is in the handbook. And give us passport photos. And by the way,
because there is so much bureaucracy in Eznia, we advise you to take at least twelve possible photos with you. They’re not
always easy to get done in

Finally, a bit of section on currency. Pounds won’t get you very far in Eznia these days, so they’re no good. We advise people to
carry either yen or Australian dollars. US dollars are starting to cause difficulties because of political disputes. Another surprise is
that credit cards are virtually useless because of fraud scandals. Do carry travelers’ checks but we advise medium denominations?
Large denominations increase the likelihood theft and small ones increase commission charges.

This is
the things like setting miserable objects, doing market research to find out what people want, departing product and services
corresponded to general need, creating a want for them through adverting , and finally, setting price to make it possible to archive
their sells of project. So social marketing use very similar technique to this, but it ...foucus on ....product, It is about changing

So after reading social marketing, we went to look at one example of how it is actually be used. This is the change attitude of
the... desease----Leprosy. Leprosy Is infectious disease in which the flesh and nerve is gradually destroyed. ....In ancient time,
this disease had been fear because it was regarded highly infectious and incurable. Nowadays, we know the is not highly
infectious and also even the right drug it can be successfully treated. But traditional belief of Leprosy leaves the feeling of guilt
and shame among patience when they found this and as a result. Instead of seeking treatment, affected people hide away. So
the problem is to get people to remit ...disease so they can be treated. And also to overcome prejudge against those of
Leprosy........... So the campaign is based on marketing two ideas, the attitude of the social as a whole, and that is, do not fear
Leprosy. and the behavior of people who were affected, is to have Leprosy get treatment. The product here is was the drug often,
and the aim is to reach everyone affected, all patients receives free treatment and validation.

MSG is the sodium salt of L-glutamic acid (GLU). GLU is the most common amino acid found in the human body and a major
constituent of virtually every protein in the human body. It also occurs naturally in every plant and animal primarily as part of
enzymes, structural proteins, etc. Free GLU is also found in varying amounts in many foods. Fermented soy products,
Parmesan cheese and tomato juice all contain fairly large amounts of free GLU. Most proteins found in plants and animals
contain from 5 to 25% GLU. Life as we know it would not be possible without glutamate. The average American consumes at
least 5,000 to 10,000 mg of GLU daily even if all the foods and beverages they consumed had no added MSG. By contrast, the
average American consumes only a few hundred milligrams of glutamate daily as added MSG. MSG is "generally recognized as
safe" by the FDA. A 1995 report by the Federation of American Societies for Experimental Biology found no convincing
evidence that MSG posed any serious threat to public health. Nevertheless, MSG is believed by many people to pose a serious
threat to their health and well-being.

Chefs and the commercial food industry to enhance the flavor.of a wide variety. of foods use MSG frequently. It is also sold in
supermarkets as condiment and has been used by many people to flavor foods prepared at home for many years in the U.S. and
even longer in parts of Asia. Some researchers regard the flavor of MSG to a fifth taste in addition to salty, sweet, sour and bitter.

The Japanese call the taste of MSG "unami" and describe it as a salty, meaty flavor.
